APOLOGETICS CORNi=Rjuestion is a commonly posed

one by our Protestant brethren. How would you respond
should you be asked?

Q: How can our Church filled with sinful leaders and bl ooadly religious wars of the past truly call
itself the “One, True, Catholic, and Apostolic Faith”?

A: This actually doesn’t discredit the Church whatsoever because one sinner, or two, or a thousand are in the Church; it doesn’t
discredit Her teachings. Sin can cause serious scandal. Naturally, it's more dangerous coming from those in authority when one’s

sins leads others to sin or to fall away from the Church, and then it’s a tragedy. However , the teachings of the Church
don’t depend  on the behavior of any members, or groups, in the Church. For example: When a priest is sinful, it can lead
others to sin, but it doesn’t have any effect, whatsoever, on the feachings of the Church. What must be grasped is that the
Church contains within itself all kinds of sinners, and some of them obtain positions of responsibility. Paul and even Christ him-

self warned us that there would be a bad people among Church leaders, Acts 20:29"know that after my departure savag
wolves will come in among you, not sparing the flock...”

None of this diminishes the divine roots of the Catholic Church established by Jesus Christ, despite the atrocities done by one man, a few
men, or an entire parish or diocese!  None of this evil changes the teachings from God Himself, established in the Catholic Church! Jesus
did not establish a jperfect’”  Church here on earth, but one in that the members would always strive to perfect itself, to the will of the
Father, to be holy as God is holy.

3. After reporting to these civil and law enforcement authorities, report suspected sexual abuse of a minor or vul-
nerable adult to the Diocesan Ombudsman, Jenifer Valenti, at (816) 812-2500 or JeniferValenti@att.net , if the
abuse involves a priest, deacon, employee or volunteer of the Diocese of Kansas City-St. Joseph.
