3.  AŌer reporƟng to these civil and law enforcement authoriƟes, report suspected sexual abuse of a minor or vul-
nerable adult to the Diocesan Ombudsman, Jenifer ValenƟ, at (816) 812-2500 or JeniferValenƟ@aƩ.net , if the 
abuse involves a priest, deacon, employee or volunteer of the Diocese of Kansas City-St. Joseph.
